It has to be appreciated that assessing an activity, which is illicit, highly
surreptitious and criminalized, poses unique complexities. Therefore, the analy-
sis of the prevailing drug situation limits itself to provoking a general debate on
the initiatives that could be taken to combat the menace of drug trafficking
rather than suggesting any policy prescriptions.

India’s geographical location combined with the availability of excellent
infrastructure in transport & communication has made it vulnerable to drug
trafficking. It is on account of strong drug law enforcement, that the problem
of trafficking is well contained. Therefore, there cannot be any let up in our
vigilance and enforcement efforts because drug trafficking has emerged as a
highly organized trans-national activity where production areas happen to be in
one part of the globe and major consumption areas in another. Traffickers
employ ingenuity in transporting these illicit substances around the globe.
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
