NCB Pushes Stronger Multi-Agency Coordination to Tackle
Northeast Drug Trafficking Corridors

Imphal: The Narcotics Control Bureau (NCB) on Thursday emphasized that robust inter-agency
coordination remains the cornerstone of India's efforts to combat drug trafficking and realise the
vision of a 'Drug-Free India'.

To further strengthen coordination among enforcement agencies, the NCB held the quarterly state-
level Joint Coordination Committee (JCC) meeting for Manipur at the state Police Headquarters in
Imphal on Thursday.

According to a post on the NCB's official X handle, the meeting was chaired by NCB Deputy Director
General (Northeast Region) R. Sudhakar and attended by senior officials of the National Investigation
Agency (NIA), Directorate of Revenue Intelligence (DRI), Enforcement Directorate (ED), Income Tax
Department and Customs. The meeting was also attended by senior officials of the Assam Rifles,
Border Security Force (BSF), Central Reserve Police Force (CRPF), Railway Protection Force (RPF),
Bureau of Civil Aviation Security (BCAS), Anti-Narcotics Task Force (ANTF), Manipur, Subsidiary
Intelligence Bureau (SIB) and other law enforcement agencies.

The NCB said that the discussions focused on the prevailing narcotics scenario in the Northeast,
emerging trafficking patterns, evolving modus operandi, newly identified trafficking routes and the
need for intelligence-driven and coordinated enforcement measures.

The meeting also reviewed major narcotics cases, with particular emphasis on investigations into
transnational drug syndicates and the identification of interstate and international linkages.

Deliberations further covered intelligence sharing, joint interrogation of arrested traffickers,
coordinated operations and financial investigations aimed at dismantling organised drug trafficking
networks, the Bureau said.

Meanwhile, NCB Deputy Director General (Northeast Region) R. Sudhakar on Wednesday met
Manipur Chief Minister Yumnam Khemchand Singh and discussed measures to intensify anti-drug
initiatives in the state.

The Chief Minister reiterated that his government remains firmly committed to eradicating the drug
menace through coordinated, sustained and multi-agency efforts.

An official of the Chief Minister's Office (CMO), quoting Singh, said that the state government is
resolutely pursuing its fight against drug trafficking and narcotics abuse through a comprehensive
strategy involving both enforcement and intelligence-based operations.

‘Give me a snort': Hong Kong pulls anti-drug Al K-pop video
that looked like drug promotion

Hong Kong's prison service has withdrawn an anti-drug video featuring Al-generated virtual K-pop
idols after social media users said it, on the contrary, resembled a promotion campaign for illegal
substances.The Correctional Services Department uploaded the controversial video, titled
"Obsession: The Sugar-Coated Trap," to its social media platforms on Friday. The one-minute video
featured four Al-generated female K-pop stars named Weedy, Icy, Coke and Little E — representing
cannabis, ice, cocaine and etomidate, a strictly regulated anaesthetic agent — who sang and danced
while promoting their effects."Give me a snort," Icy told viewers. Weedy said: "With a romantic puff of
smoke, only one stick will help you forget all worries so chill!"The video was meant to warn the public
about the dangers of drug abuse, with the K-pop stars eventually transforming into four old men
locked behind bars, ending with the slogan: "Drugs are extremely harmful and can ruin a life."
However, the message backfired.

Video removed twice after public backlash

The department quickly removed and revised the video after social media users said it appeared to
promote drug use. One Threads user commented: "After listening to their introductions, | want to try
(taking drugs)." Another said the video felt more like a promotion, adding: "They listed out (drug)
names, and how good they feel."The revised version showed the four band members turning into ugly
old men who are later locked up behind bars, but it was also removed from the department's
Facebook page on Saturday evening. The department later posted a statement thanking internet
users for their opinions and apologising for the video's production and delivery."In the future, we will
evaluate our entire process for producing promotional content for social media, and will ensure the
message of crime prevention and education is clear and accurate," the administrator of the
department's Facebook page said.The department said the video was created using Al and aimed to
show that "through a method popular with young people, that drug use is poison packaged in a
sugar-coated form, reminding them not to be tempted by it." Since the film was handled in-house by
staff responsible for multimedia production and social media management, it did not involve
additional public funds, a spokesman said.

Anti-drug campaigns face scrutiny

The incident comes months after Hong Kong's Security Bureau apologised for an advertising blunder
in another anti-drug campaign, which appeared to encourage the use of illegal substances when
viewed from certain angles. In March, a banner featuring Cantopop star Aaron Kwok and the slogan
"Let's stand firm together and not take drugs" went viral after some words were obscured from certain
angles, leaving the message: "Stand firm together and take drugs."The department said it would
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continue to review and optimise its publicity strategies to more effectively promote its work on social
media platforms.



Thai police seize 1.6 tons of drugs hidden under cabbages

Thai police have seized 1.6 tons of ketamine and crystal methamphetamine buried under cabbages
in the bed of a pickup truck, with the driver arrested on drug trafficking charges.

The Thai man, aged 39, was arrested over the weekend when he stopped his truck at a petrol station
in central Ayutthaya Province, police said.

Authorities found 900 kilograms (one U.S. ton) of ketamine and 700 kilograms of crystal
methamphetamine in packages hidden underneath bags of the leafy vegetable, Bangkok police said
in a statement on Sunday.

The driver, who was arrested on Saturday, confessed that he was hired to transport the drugs for
100,000 baht (US$3,000), police said.

The drug trafficking charges carry a maximum sentence of 15 years to life in prison.

Police said they suspected the drugs were trafficked from a neighboring country, without specifying
which one.

Thailand is a major hub for illegal drug trafficking in Southeast Asia, and police raids and seizures of
hard narcotics such as heroin and methamphetamine are common.

The UN Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) said a record 236 tons of methamphetamine were
seized in East and Southeast Asia in 2024 -- a 24% rise from the previous year.

Thailand was the "main transit and destination point for methamphetamine" trafficked from
neighboring Myanmar and has recorded the largest quantity of seized meth in the region, according
to UNODC.

6 arrested, more than 275 grams of methamphetamine seized

MCCRACKEN COUNTY — The McCracken County Sheriff's Office initiated multiple investigations in
June into methamphetamine trafficking throughout western Kentucky and southern lllinois, seizing
over 275 grams of methamphetamine in total.

As a result of said investigations, MCSO identified 55-year-old Richard Joiner of Brookport, lllinois, as
a "significant" source of supply for methamphetamine.

Investigators determined that Joiner was distributing ounce quantities of methamphetamine in both
Kentucky and lllinois, MCSO stated, and detectives conducted a controlled purchase of around 83
grams of methamphetamine from Joiner in McCracken County.

The McCracken County Sheriff's Office obtained an arrest warrant, which the Massac County
Sheriff's Office arrested Joiner on. He was extradited to McCracken County on June 29 and
incarcerated in the McCracken County Regional Jail, where MCSO stated he remains in custody. He
faces a charge of trafficking in methamphetamine, second or subsequent offense.

Winstead and Ward

Shortly after 3 p.m. on Tuesday, June 30, detectives executed a search warrant at 1135 Tenne Vue
Drive in McCracken County, where they located around 15 grams of methamphetamine, digital
scales, smoking pipes and other items "commonly associated" with the trafficking of illegal narcotics,
MCSO stated.

Law enforcement arrested 47-year-old Laronda Winstead and 45-year-old Michael Ward. Winstead
faces charges of trafficking in methamphetamine, second or subsequent offense, and possession of
drug paraphernalia. Ward faces charges of possession of methamphetamine and possession of drug
paraphernalia.

Ormes

According to MCSO, detectives executed a separate search warrant at around 7 p.m. on Tuesday,
June 30, at a hotel at 5106 Cairo Road in Paducah. During the search, law enforcement arrested 41-
year-old Jacob Ormes of Paducah, who was wanted in lllinois on an outstanding failure to appear
warrant, MCSO stated.

Detectives also found around 60 grams of methamphetamine, marijuana, psilocybin mushrooms and
assorted drug paraphernalia "indicative of drug trafficking" in his hotel room, MCSO said. Ormes was
subsequently charged with trafficking in methamphetamine, second-degree possession of a
controlled substance, third-degree possession of a controlled substance and possession of drug
paraphernalia.

Daniels and Shelby

Shortly after 11 p.m. on Tuesday, June 30, detectives executed a third search warrant at 2621 Holt
Road, Apartment D, in McCracken County, MCSO stated. After recovering about 120 grams of
methamphetamine, assorted drug paraphernalia and $4,680 in U.S. currency that MCSO believes to
be proceeds from illegal drug trafficking, detectives arrested 42-year-old Cory Daniels and 38-year-
old Laura Shelby.

According to MCSO, Daniels has prior convictions for trafficking in methamphetamine and was on
probation at the time of his arrest. Daniels and Shelby were both charged with trafficking in
methamphetamine, possession of marijuana and possession of drug paraphernalia.



DNC seizes Bangladesh's largest-ever shisha haul, three
arrested

The Department of Narcotics Control (DNC) has seized the largest-ever single consignment of shisha
in Bangladesh's history, arresting three members of an organised online trafficking syndicate,
including two brothers accused of running a nationwide Facebook-based drug distribution network.

The coordinated operation, conducted in Gulshan, Bhatara, Malibagh and Kalachandpur in Dhaka on
2 July, led to the recovery of 65.9 kilograms of shisha, 41 hookahs, 40 kilograms of hookah charcoal,
five mobile phones and other digital evidence, the DNC said on Thursday.

Facebook-based network dismantled

According to the DNC, intelligence officials had been monitoring a Facebook page allegedly operated
by twin brothers Ahmed Sharifi (34) and Mehdad Sharifi (34), who are accused of selling and
delivering shisha and hookah accessories across Bangladesh through online orders.

Investigators said the syndicate accepted orders via social media and dispatched consignments
nationwide using courier services.

Acting on intelligence, a DNC special team led by Deputy Director Md Mehedi Hasan first intercepted
two courier parcels containing one kilogram of shisha each in Bashundhara Residential Area and
Malibagh.

The investigation then led officers to a rented flat in Kalachandpur, where the two brothers were
arrested.

A search of the apartment resulted in the seizure of an additional 45.9kg of shisha and 20 hookahs.

Based on information provided during initial interrogation, DNC officers later raided another rented flat
in Noorerchala under Bhatara Police Station, arresting Maksud Alam (40).

Officials recovered 18kg of shisha and 21 hookahs from his residence.

With the latest seizures, the DNC said the total haul reached 65.9kg of shisha, making it the largest
quantity of the tobacco product ever seized in a single anti-narcotics operation in Bangladesh.

Preliminary investigations revealed that the two brothers had previously lived in Iran, where they
allegedly gained experience in the shisha trade before returning to Bangladesh to establish a similar
business model.
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According to investigators, they gradually expanded their online operation across multiple districts by
promoting products on Facebook, communicating with customers through social media, accepting
orders online and delivering products through domestic courier services.

Digital payments and financial investigation

The DNC said the syndicate primarily received payments through mobile financial services (MFS)
using multiple accounts registered under different names to conceal the identities of the beneficiaries.

Digital forensic experts are now analysing financial transactions, mobile accounts and money trails to
identify other members of the network.

Investigators also recovered a substantial customer database from seized mobile phones, digital
devices and online accounts.

The data reportedly include customer identities, contact records, order histories and transaction
details involving buyers from Dhaka and several other districts.

The DNC said it is analysing the information to identify regular customers, distributors, associates
and other members of the alleged online trafficking network.

Officials said preliminary digital evidence also suggests the suspects may have been involved in
other illegal online activities in addition to selling shisha.

The DNC said investigations are ongoing to verify the evidence, identify additional suspects and take
legal action where necessary.

Reaffirming the government's zero-tolerance policy against narcotics, the department said it has
intensified cyber surveillance, financial intelligence analysis and inter-agency operations to counter
drug traffickers increasingly using social media, e-commerce platforms, courier services and mobile
financial services to conduct illegal business.

According to police, the narcotic cough syrup had been hidden inside a paddy threshing machine in
an attempt to evade detection. Acting on a tip-off, police conducted a search and recovered all 122
bottles of the contraband from the machine.

Police said the operation was part of an ongoing drive against the trafficking of narcotic substances in
the district.

Anwar Hussain was taken into custody, and the seized cough syrup has been confiscated.

Police are continuing to interrogate the accused to ascertain the source of the contraband, identify
other persons involved in the supply network and determine its intended destination.

Assam Rifles seize cough syrup

The Assam Rifles and the Directorate of Revenue Intelligence (DRI), Agartala, seized 55,626 bottles
of codeine-based cough syrup valued at approximately INR 1.27 crore.

Guwabhati (Assam) [India], July 3 (HBTV): The Assam Rifles and the Directorate of Revenue
Intelligence (DRI), Agartala, seized 55,626 bottles of codeine-based cough syrup valued at
approximately INR 1.27 crore from Agartala Railway Station.

The operation was conducted after receiving credible inputs regarding the movement of contraband
through the railway network. During the search, the joint team intercepted and thoroughly examined
the suspected consignment, leading to the recovery of the codeine-based substances concealed for
illegal transportation.

The recovered contraband has been handed over to the Directorate of Revenue Intelligence (DRI),
Agartala, for further investigation and legal proceedings.

Assam Rifles said it remains steadfast in its commitment to curbing the menace of narcotics and
other illegal activities in the Northeast. The force continues to work in close coordination with sister
agencies to dismantle smuggling networks and ensure the safety and security of the region.

In a separate incident, Assam Rifles, in a joint operation with DRI, seized 8,764 kg of poppy seeds
worth approximately INR 1.31 crore in Assam's Cachar district and apprehended two persons,
officials said on Sunday.

According to the release, during the operation, the team intercepted a consignment of 8,764 kg of
poppy seeds worth approximately INR 1.31 crore being transported via Silchar Bypass Road late in
the evening on June 20, 2026. The recovered poppy seeds have been handed over to DRI for further
investigation.

Two residents of Silchar were also apprehended along with one truck and two mobile handsets.
Assam Rifles and DRI have been at the forefront of anti-contraband trafficking operations in the
region, conducting regular operations to disrupt and dismantle contraband networks. The seizure is a
significant milestone in efforts to combat contraband trafficking.

Earlier, on June 18, in a series of successful operations, police recovered and seized narcotics worth
INR 14.5 crore in Assam's Sribhumi and Nagaon districts. The crackdown also led to the arrest of
seven persons.
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In a post on X, Assam Chief Minister Himanta Biswa Sarma informed that Sribhumi and Nagaon
police had seized narcotics worth INR 14.5 crore.

He wrote, 'Our war against drugs is absolute and unyielding. In a series of successful operations,
@sribhumipolice and @nagaonpolice seized narcotics worth INR 14.5 crore. Seven accused have
been apprehended.

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Operation Toofan nets ¥30 crore worth of drugs in first month,
over 5,700 arrested

A month after the launch of Operation Toofan: The Narco Hunt, the Kerala Police has reported major
gains in its statewide crackdown on narcotics, seizing illicit drugs worth around %30 crore and
arresting 5,736 people in what officials describe as one of the state’s biggest anti-drug enforcement
drives.

Launched to dismantle drug networks operating in and around schools, colleges and campuses, the
operation has led to the registration of 5,353 cases across Kerala during the first month.

Among the biggest seizures during the campaign was the recovery of 18 kg_of hybrid cannabis worth
an estimated %18 crore in Ernakulam on June 24.

In another breakthrough, the Pathanamthitta police, using scientific investigation techniques, tracked
down and arrested international drug traffickers of Nigerian origin from Delhi and Karnataka.

The police also seized MDMA worth 226 lakh in Malappuram, dismantled a tobacco manufacturing
unit in Kasaragod, and confiscated 15,000 packets of narcotic tobacco products.

799 cases registered as part of Toofan Strike

As part of the intensified enforcement, the Kerala Police conducted a statewide special drive titled
“Toofan Strike” on the night of June 27.

The operation alone resulted in the registration of 799 cases and the arrest of 806 people.

Police officials said heightened surveillance and frequent inspections in school and college premises
have led to a noticeable decline in the sale and distribution of narcotic substances in educational
institutions.

They attributed the success of the campaign to coordinated action by multiple government
departments, intelligence-based policing and active public participation.

The police also said a meeting of central enforcement agencies was convened in the presence of the
state Home Minister to strengthen inter-agency coordination and enhance efforts to curb the
trafficking and distribution of narcotic substances in Kerala.
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Probe into Kochi's elite drug supply chain on new route

KOCHI: What initially appeared to be isolated drug seizures has now opened up an investigation into
organised supply networks allegedly catering to high-profile personalities in Kochi. The police have
widened their probe into multiple supply chains suspected of serving IT professionals, members of
the film fraternity and other affluent persons.

The latest breakthrough came during a pre-dawn raid at a rented house in Cheranalloor on Thursday,
where police arrested two suspected drug suppliers and seized 14.63g of MDMA.

The arrested persons are Amal George, 33, of Cheranalloor, and Abhijit M V, 25, of Vadakkekara.
Police suspect the duo supplied narcotics to high-profile clients and are questioning them to identify
buyers, suppliers and other members of the network.

Senior police officers said Amal is a repeat offender. He was arrested in 2025 with around 203g of
MDMA and figured in a narcotics case in 2024. Investigators have launched efforts to trace his
supplier, believed to be based in Ernakulam, and dismantle the supply chain.

“Multiple rackets are believed to be operating independently, each maintaining its own client base and
distribution network,” said a source familiar with the investigation. Investigators suspect some groups
primarily cater to affluent customers who frequent luxury hotels, bars and private parties.

The police said this pattern first emerged during investigation into the drug bust at a luxury hotel in
Kadavanthra in March. The probe reportedly pointed to organised supply channels serving high-
profile users, prompting investigators to examine whether similar networks are operating elsewhere in
Kochi.

Investigators are also probing the suspected role of certain employees at luxury hotels in connecting
buyers with suppliers. Based on intelligence inputs, several luxury hotels, bars and nightlife venues
have been placed under surveillance.

“Our focus is to dismantle organised supply chains rather than merely arrest individual users. We are
also examining those facilitating these transactions,” a senior police officer said.

Cracking the code

An investigation by TNIE found that code words like “ice” and “cigarettes” are commonly used to buy
drugs at bars, luxury hotels and private parties. Buyers allegedly ask for “cigarettes”, while dealers
respond by asking whether they want “high-quality” or “normal” ones. “Ice” is also used to avoid
explicitly mentioning narcotic substances. Once familiar customers use the code, the drugs are
supplied concealed in tissue paper or among food items and discreetly handed over to buyers.

Indian authorities have arrested three Nigerian nationals over their alleged involvement in an
international drug trafficking operation, seizing narcotics valued at an estimated %23 crore.

The arrests were carried out by operatives of the Anti-Narcotic Wing of the Central Crime Branch
(CCB) following separate operations in the country, according to The New Indian Express.

The suspects were identified as Ambemo Victor, 37, Chime Moses, 36, and Karikari Ames, 33.

Investigators alleged that the trio entered India on medical and tourist visas before becoming involved
in the illegal drug trade.

Police said intelligence reports led officers to a residence within the Madanayakanahalli police
jurisdiction, where the suspects were apprehended.

During the operation, authorities reportedly recovered 10.27 kilograms of MDMA crystals and 2.044
kilograms of hydroponic cannabis, with the seized narcotics estimated to be worth about ¥23 crore.

According to investigators, the suspects allegedly obtained the drugs from another Nigerian national
believed to be operating from Delhi.

“The Anti-Narcotic Wing of the CCB arrested four persons, including three Nigerian nationals, in
connection with two drug trafficking cases in the city,” the report stated.

Authorities added that preliminary investigations indicate the suspects entered India legally before
allegedly engaging in narcotics distribution.

The latest arrests come just weeks after Indian law enforcement agencies detained four other
Nigerian nationals over separate allegations involving fraud and identity-related offences.

In May, police in Gurugram arrested three Nigerians, identified as Chinedu, Sunday and Jules, for
allegedly operating an online scam in which they impersonated women on social media platforms to
defraud victims.

In a separate operation, the Uttar Pradesh Special Task Force also arrested another Nigerian
national, identified as Uchenwa, 49, over alleged cybercrime-related offences.

Police had reportedly recovered 19 mobile phones, a laptop, and 18 Indian and international SIM
cards during the earlier investigation.
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Junior artiste arrested at RGI Airport with 2 kg OG weed

Hyderabad: Eagle Force sleuths, in coordination with Narcotics Control Bureau (NCB) and Customs
officials, have arrested a junior artiste, D Suri Kala, at Rajiv Gandhi International (RGI) Airport for
allegedly trying to smuggle in 2.15 kg of OG weed (hydroponic ganja) from Bangkok. The arrest
exposed a larger international drug trafficking network that used vulnerable women, including junior
artistes from the city, as couriers.

According to Eagle Force officials, Kerala-based peddler Challil Puthanpurayil Nafsheed alias Alex

masterminded the international smuggling operation by recruiting junior artistes from Hyderabad to

peddle OG weed from Thailand to India. “The women were paid between Rs 10,000 and Rs 20,000
per trip to transport OG weed concealed in their luggage,” an Eagle Force official said.

In the first week of June, Suri Kala went to Bangkok on the instructions of Alex from Bengaluru and
returned to RGI Airport on June 5 night with 2.15 kg of OG weed concealed in her baggage. She was
intercepted by immigration officials based on the LoC issued by Eagle Force. After interrogation by
Customs and NCB sleuths, she was handed over to Eagle Force and remanded in judicial custody.

Prior to her arrest, Suri Kala made two successful trips to Bangkok and transported OG weed to
India. She was first sent to Bangkok by Alex in March and made to smuggle about two kilo of the
contraband. She was received at Chennai airport by Alex’s associate, Raju Biswas, who paid her Rs
20,000. Subsequently, in April, Kala went to Bangkok from Bengaluru and returned with the
contraband to the RGI Airport. Raju gave her Rs 10,000.

Kala’s acquaintances Ganga Bhawani and Gauri, who were also sent to Bangkok by Alex in April,
were arrested at Bengaluru and Chennai airports by Customs officials while trying to smuggle in the
contraband. Eagle Force officials were trying to arrest Alex and Raju Biswas.

HYDERABAD: A drug trafficking syndicate that allegedly used India Post’s Speed Post network and
private courier services to deliver ganja to customers across 21 states has been busted by
Hyderabad Police, exposing a distribution model that relied on postal parcels reaching buyers’
doorsteps.

The investigation, led by the Hyderabad Narcotics Enforcement Wing (H-NEW), began after officers
intercepted a ganja parcel booked through the Isri Bazar Post Office in Jharkhand and addressed to a
customer in Hyderabad. The probe later traced another consignment dispatched through the Phusro
Bazar Post Office, helping investigators uncover what police described as a nationwide narcotics
network.

The syndicate is alleged to have processed 80-100 customer orders a day while dispatching 8-10
Speed Post parcels daily, each containing 50-250 grams of ganja priced between Rs 1,500 and Rs
8,000. Police estimated the operation generated about Rs 1 lakh a day, with a monthly turnover of Rs
30-35 lakh and annual proceeds of Rs 4-5 crore.

One accused, Satyam Mishra, has been arrested, while his associates—Shubham Misra alias
Shubham Dada, Rahul Jha, Sachin Misra and Santosh Pandit—are absconding. Separate cases
have been registered under the Gudimalkapur and SR Nagar police station limits. Police also
arrested two Hyderabad-based buyers, Sushanth Vyas and Laddu, and seized 2 kg of ganja from
them.

According to the investigation, the syndicate dispatched ganja through Speed Post and courier
services, routing parcels by train and air cargo. Consignments meant for Hyderabad were transported
by air. Police said the accused exploited gaps in parcel screening during transit and declared the
consignments as medicines to avoid detection.

Addressing a press conference, Hyderabad Police Commissioner CV Anand said the syndicate
sourced ganja from local cultivation in Jharkhand as well as external suppliers before distributing it
across nearly 21 states, including Telangana, Maharashtra, Tamil Nadu, Delhi and Karnataka.

Police said Satyam Mishra left his Intermediate education because of financial difficulties, worked as
a painter and later as a commercial driver, and became addicted to ganja in 2018. He and his brother,
Shubham Misra, allegedly entered the drug trade and gradually built an organised network by
recruiting others.

Investigators found that Satyam and Shubham handled packaging, while Rahul Jha managed parcel
bookings and dispatches. Orders were received through WhatsApp and other social media platforms,
with payments collected through UPI.
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In Mumbai, the group allegedly maintained a network of more than 1,000 regular customers. Bulk
consignments were transported by train from Jharkhand, stored at the residences of Sachin Misra
and Santosh Pandit, and later repackaged for local distribution. The accused allegedly used code
words such as “Mango”, “Stick” and “Flower” to refer to different quantities of the contraband.

Police said Satyam Mishra also used multiple bank accounts and UPI IDs, including one belonging to
his mother, to route proceeds from the drug trade before investing the money in gold and luxury
vehicles.

Following the bust, Hyderabad Police said surveillance of postal and courier channels has been
stepped up, while efforts are on to trace the remaining members of the syndicate.

Nagpur: Continuing its crackdown on narcotics trafficking, the Nagpur Crime Branch arrested two
alleged drug peddlers and seized MD (Mephedrone), mobile phones and a two-wheeler collectively
valued at around Rs 1.40 lakh during a raid in the Sadar police station limits.

Acting on a specific tip-off, a team from Crime Branch Unit-Il conducted a raid near Anjuman College
on Haldiram Marg under the jurisdiction of Sadar Police Station.

Police searched two suspects in the presence of independent witnesses and allegedly recovered 5
grams of MD drugs, estimated to be worth Rs 30,000.

The accused have been identified as Sachin Sunil Vishwakarma and Zoeb Shahbaz Qureshi.

Apart from the contraband, police seized two mobile phones and a moped allegedly used in the illegal
drug trade. The total value of the seized property has been estimated at around Rs 1.40 lakh.

A case has been registered against the duo under the provisions of the Narcotic Drugs and
Psychotropic Substances Act. During the investigation, the accused allegedly disclosed the name of a
suspected supplier identified only as ‘Gupta’, who is currently absconding.

Police have launched a search to trace the alleged supplier and are investigating the wider network to
identify others involved in the narcotics trade. Officials said further arrests are likely as the
investigation progresses.

In Anantnag, police detained a habitual drug peddler under the provisions of the PIT NDPS Act in
Anantnag.

The detained individual has been identified as Faizan Misgar, son of Abdul Rashid Misgar, resident of
Mattan Chowk, Anantnag. Acting on a duly issued detention order and after completing all legal
formalities, Anantnag Police executed the warrant and lodged the accused in District Jail Bhaderwah.

The preventive detention was necessitated due to his repeated involvement in drug peddling
activities, which posed a serious threat to public health and safety, particularly among the youth.

where any person appears to have been falsely nominated as an accused by the police in
a case where the minimum sentence is 10 years of rigorous imprisonment, then, for a fair
and impartial investigation to take place, it is imperative that the investigation be handed
over to an independent agency so that the unvarnished truth can surface,” the bench of
justice JS Bedi observed while transferring the probe.

The court acted on the plea from Kusum Rani, wife of the accused person, Lovkesh
Kumar, who police claimed was caught with 900 tablets of Diphenoxylate Hydrochloride
and Atropine Sulphate, both controlled drugs. A criminal case for possessing commercial
quantity drugs was registered against him at 1am on August 12 in 2024.

The wife had alleged that police planted drugs on him and he was picked from home by
the CIA-II police officials on August 11 at 5.38 am from their home in Kabrel village in
Hisar.

“The abduction was captured on CCTV cameras. She alongwith her mother-in-law, a
friend of her husband alongwith the village sarpanch visited the police station that morning
at about 8am, but the police officials provided no explanation and continued to detain
Lovkesh unlawfully. They manipulated the records to show his arrest later,” she had
claimed, adding that she had also written to the police and the director general of police
(DGP), but no action was taken. She then approached the HC in January 2025 seeking a
CBI probe.

Upon court intervention, further investigation was conducted by a special investigative
team (SIT) that concluded that the recovery of narcotic tablets from Lovkesh was found to
have been made in the presence of a gazetted officer.

If the recovery had been false or doubtful, the accused could have informed the gazetted
officer at that time, which he did not. The SIT said, no evidence has emerged to establish
that the FIR was false, or that accused Lovkesh was falsely implicated. Challan against
Lovkesh and Deepak, one more accused had already been filed before trial court on
November 4, 2024 and charges were framed against the duo in November 2024.
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The court said that police have admitted that Lovkesh was taken away for interrogation in
the early hours on August 11 and after a few hours, he was handed over to his friend,
Ramesh Kumar. However, his arrest has been shown only post mid-night on August 12.

The explanation given by the investigating agency, that Lovkesh had been released at
11am on August 11 to one Ramesh and thereafter, arrested at night, has itself been found
to be in violation of settled procedure by various police officers including an SIT
constituted post the order of this court,” the court observed.

“However, the findings of various police officers, including the SIT—which held that the
release of Lovkesh to Ramesh (the accused’s friend) amounted to a procedural violation
but that the investigation itself was conducted in a fair and impartial manner—cannot be
accepted at face value. This is in view of the categorical statement of Ramesh that the
custody of Lovkesh was never handed over to him, and that he had signed certain papers
only on the morning of August 12 when he, along with the wife of Lovkesh, had gone to
visit him at the police station,” the court recorded, adding that the prosecution’s version
appears to be “somewhat doubtful”.

Hence, it ordered a CBI probe, quashed the order framing charges, and asked the CBI to
try to conclude the investigation within three months.

In a major crackdown on drug trafficking and organised crime, the Nawanshahr police arrested four
accused in two separate operations, recovering 2 kilograms of heroin in one case and an illegal
country-made pistol with four live cartridges in another.

The operations were carried out by the CIA Staff, Nawanshahr, under the directions of Senior
Superintendent of Police (SSP) Tushar Gupta and the supervision of Superintendent of Police
(Investigation) Sarbjit Singh Bahia and Deputy Superintendent of Police (Investigation) Jatinder
Chauhan, as part of the district's ongoing campaign against drug traffickers and anti-social elements.

In the first case, police registered FIR under Sections 21 and 29 of the NDPS Act at Police Station
Sadar Nawanshahr. The CIA Staff arrested Sanpreet Singh alias Sandhu, a resident of village
Badhawa and Armaan Sund alias Mani, a resident of village Saloh. The duo was intercepted near a
canal bridge in the jurisdiction of village Sanawa while travelling on a motorcycle. A search of the
accused led to the recovery of 2 kilograms and 12 grams of heroin, following which both were taken
into custody.

During preliminary interrogation, the accused allegedly disclosed that they had been working on the
instructions of Pranav Sehgal and Sarbjit alias Sabi, both believed to be residing abroad. According to
police, the accused remained in contact with the overseas handlers through the signal messaging
application, from where they allegedly received instructions regarding the collection and delivery of
heroin to designated recipients. Police said investigations are underway to identify other members of
the narcotics network and trace the source and supply chain of the recovered contraband.

In a separate case on July 1, the CIA Staff arrested Mandeep Kumar alias Mani, a resident of Saroa
and Ritik Leel alias Abhi, a resident of Rattewal, who were allegedly moving around with the intention
of committing a criminal offence.

A case was registered under Sections 109, 55 and 61(2) of the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita (BNS) and
Section 25 of the Arms Act at Police Station Sadar Nawanshahr. Police recovered one .30 bore
country-made pistol and four live .30 bore cartridges from the possession of the accused.

During interrogation, the two suspects reportedly also disclosed links with Pranav Sehgal and Sarbjit
alias Sabi. Further investigation is in progress to identify and arrest other associates.

Bahraich: Morethan 8,000 bottles of regulated codeine-laced cough syrup were seized from an illegal
warehouse in the Dargah Sharif area of the district, and a drug trader was arrested under the NDPS
Act, officials said on Thursday.

District Drug Inspector Vinay Krishn said the recovery was made during a joint raid conducted on
Wednesday by the Drug Department and police teams from the Dargah Sharif and Rupaideha police
areas. Acting on a tip-off, the team raided an illegal warehouse in Parsaura village under the Dargah
Sharif police station limits, where the cough syrup bottles were found stored in cartons, he said.

The accused, Ajay Kumar Yadav, was booked under Section 8/21 of the NDPS Act, arrested and sent
to jail, the officer said. According to the drug inspector, Yadav held a licence to sell medicines at a
different address, but had no valid licence for the warehouse where the regulated codeine-laced
cough syrup was allegedly being stored. Bahraich Superintendent of Police Vishwajeet Srivastava
said the action was part of a special drive launched after repeated complaints about the illegal sale of
codeine-based cough syrups in police station areas along the India-Nepal border.

He said a joint team headed by Additional Superintendent of Police (Rural) Durga Prasad Tiwari and
comprising police and Drug Department officials was constituted to crack down on the illegal sale and
stocking of narcotic and controlled medicines. Krishn said the district administration was continuing its
drive against the illegal trade in narcotic and regulated medicines.

He said that two days earlier, a joint raid at an Ayurvedic medicine store in the Rupaideha area along
the India-Nepal border had led to the seizure of more than 2,000 bottles of codeine-laced cough
syrup and other regulated medicines. According to the SP, the June 29 raid at Adarsh Ayurvedic
Medicine Store in Rupaideha market resulted in the seizure of 2,349 bottles of codeine-laced cough
syrup of eight varieties, weighing around 235 kg, 12,145 Tramadol capsules and other controlled
medicines.

Store operator Aditya Kumar Mishra, 44, was arrested under provisions of the NDPS Act, the
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita and the Drugs and Cosmetics Act. Mishra was also arrested under the
NDPS Act and sent to jail, the police said.

Haryana Police have seized 53.24 kg of poppy husk and confiscated a car allegedly used to transport
the contraband in Hisar district, officials said. The action was taken by the Anti-Narcotics Cell of Hisar
Police as part of the state’s ongoing campaign against drug trafficking.

Police said three young men were allegedly carrying the poppy husk in a white car, but fled into
nearby fields after spotting the police team.

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Jharkhand HC: Bhaang not prohibited under NDPS Act

Ranchi: The Jharkhand high court has declared that bhaang (cannibis) is not prohibited under the
Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act and therefore, does not carry any punishment
under the Act.The court of Justice Pradeep Kumar Srivastava, while hearing an appeal filed by one
Sunil Singh, cancelled the order of conviction passed against him to undergo seven years of rigorous
imprisonment and fine of Rs 50,000 as he was found in possession of bhaang which is not prohibited
under the Act.Singh was arrested by the police on Sept 17, 2000 from Chaibasa bus stand by the
Jamshedpur police. He was convicted by a special court in Jamshedpur on July 3, 2009. He was,
however, later let off on bail by the high court. The high court observed in its order passed on June 30
that the Act has not categorised bhang in the schedule of narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances. It cannot be compared with ‘ganja’ (marijuana) which has been added in the schedule of
drugs in the Act. While discussing the case at hand, the HC observed that there is no scientific proof
produced by the prosecution to show that Singh was in possession of ganja. The court also observed
that the state govt has also not passed any resolution with regards to any prohibition on the
possession and consumption of bhang.HC on Bokaro missing girlThe Jharkhand high court on
Thursday added the Central Bureau of Investigation as a party in a case to trace the whereabouts of

a minor girl missing since 2020 from Bokaro. The court was hearing a petition filed by the mother of
the girl who was stated that her daughter was missing since Oct 16, 2020.The investigation was
earlier handed over to the CID, which has also failed to locate the girl. Advocates meetThe Advocates
Association, Jharkhand HC on Thursday held a meeting of the governing body to discuss the
inclusion of names of lawyers from outside the state to be elevated as judges of the high court. The
association has been clamouring that the HC should not recommend names of such lawyers to
become judges who practise outside the state.

Bhubaneswar: A Chhattisgarh police team reached Bhubaneswar on Thursday to interrogate four
ganja smugglers arrested by Odisha special task force (STF) last week.

The accused — Durbasa Sahu (46), Subudhi Sahu (40), Arun Kumar Rana (34), and Prakash Khatua
(35) of Boudh district — were wanted in two drug-related cases registered in Balrampur,
Chhattisgarh, in Dec 2025 and June 2026.

Sources said the quartet also allegedly orchestrated an attack on Chhattisgarh police personnel
during a raid in Boudh’s Kantamal area on Feb 26 this year. “A Balrampur police team had come to
arrest an associate of racket kingpin Durbasa. While they were taking suspect Abhikesh Rana with
them, locals attacked the team and helped him escape. Durbasa and his aides had instigated the
mob. A case was registered at Kantamal police station,” an STF official said.

Chhattisgarh police officers said they would seek remand of the four for further probe into the
Balrampur cases. In those two cases, police had arrested five carriers and seized about 3,100 kg of
cannabis. According to STF investigators, the contraband was supplied by Durbasa’s syndicate. “We
took the accused on a day’s remand for questioning, We are pursuing leads to map the syndicate’s
interstate operations, trace supply chains and financial linkages, and identify other persons involved,”
said STF DIG Kanwar Vishal Singh, after a coordination meeting with the touring Balrampur police.

The STF nabbed the four accused in Bhubaneswar on June 26 while following a clue of half-torn Rs
10 note seized from another peddler. The note was being used as a secret identifier in drug
trafficking. Officials described Durbasa as the kingpin who had long operated from the shadows.
According to STF, Durbasa headed a network in Boudh, Kandhamal, and Sonepur districts, with
extensions into Chhattisgarh, Rajasthan, and West Bengal.
